Although times were
tough, a great community tradition was started when
the entire town came together to celebrate the first St.
Patrick’s Day Parade held anywhere on Long Island. 
The parade is going stronger than ever, bringing

thousands of Irish and Irish-for-a-day folks from far
and wide to join local residents for on the second Sun-
day of March when the St. Patrick’s Parade marches
through Huntington village. 
Members of the Ancient Order of Hibernians, the

Irish-American fraternal organization that presents the
parade, lead the march dressed in their distinctive gray
morning suit tuxedos. The group makes stops along
the way to give a “Hibernian Salute” in front of busi-
nesses whose sponsorships help pay the parade’s
costs. 
Led by Grand Marshal Ed Smyth and his Aides, the

he brothers of the A.O.H. and sisters of the L.A.O.H
will be not far behind with schoolchildren, scouts, fire
departments and first responders, marching bands and
community groups, stepping the beat of drums and the
wail of bagpipes.
The bagpipe bands are the highlight of the day,

and no parade on Long Island can match Hunt-
ington’s lineup. Pipe bands from all over the Is-
land and New York City consider Huntington to
be one of the finest parades around. Among the
bands which make Huntington a regular stop on
their parade calendars is Clann Eireann Irish Pipe
Band, the Huntington parade’s lead pipe band for
decades. Brooklyn-based Clann Eireann is the
oldest, continuous independent Pipe Band in the

United States.
The Huntington Hibernians’ “home band,” the

Northport Pipe and Drum Band, and many more
will delight thousands of spectators on the parade
route. 
Ancient Order of Hibernians members are proud to

have Supervisor Smyth leading the division as Grand
Marshal. A longtime member of the A.O.H., Smyth is
a veteran of the USMC Reserves, and in addition to his
duties in government, is an attorney who concentrates
in business and real estate law. 
The parade steps off at 2 p.m. on Sunday, March  8,

starting from the Huntington LIRR train station and
proceeding north along New York Avenue (Route 110)
before turning west onto Main Street (Route 25A) to
the reviewing stand just east of St. Patrick’s Church.
